FAROE ADALARINDA YAPILAN ICS TOPLANTISI

ICS’IN, ULUSLARARASI DENiZ TASIMACILIGINA YAPTIGI ILAVE CO, AZALTIM
TALEBI

Diinya ¢apinda ulusal armator birliklerinin temsilcileri, Uluslararas1 Deniz Ticaret Odasi’nin
(International Chamber of Shipping — ICS) dnceliklerini degerlendirmek tizere 11-13 Haziran 2019
tarihlerinde Faroe Adalari’nda bir araya gelmislerdir.

Umman Koérfezi’nde iki yakit tankerine yapilan saldir1 ve bu saldirinin denizcilerin hayatlarina ve deniz
ticaretine yonelik teskil ettigi ciddi tehlike, ICS Genel Kurul Toplantisina golge diisiirmiistiir.

CO; Azaltim Calismasi

ICS; Birlesmis Milletler’in kiiresel 1sinma artiginin 1,5 derecede sinirlandirilmasi hedefi dogrultusunda,

Uluslararas1 Denizcilik Orgiitii’niin (International Maritime Organization — IMO) uluslararasi
denizciligi karbondan arindirma stratejisini desteklemek amaciyla bir takim &nlemler almay1 kabul
etmistir.

Toplantida konusan ICS Baskani Esben Poulsson, konu ile ilgili olarak asagidaki agiklamay1 yapmustir:

“IMO Upyesi Ulkeler, Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi'nin (Marine Environment Protection
Committee — MEPC) 2020 yilinda yapilacak olan bir sonraki oturumunda kisa vadeli ilave CO; azaltim
onlemlerini kabul ettirmek icin yeni, kiiresel bir yonetmelik kabul etmek zorundadirlar. Bahse konu
yonetmelik, IMO ’nun 2030 yii icin belirledigi hedefleri karsilamamiza yardimct olacak ve 2023 yilina
kadar daha fazla CO; azaltimi saglayacaktir. Bu yil Eyliil ayinda IMO ’ya sunulabilecek kapsamli bir
onerge ortaya koymak iizere bircok hiikiimet ile birlikte ¢calismalar yiiriitecegiz. ”

Poulsson sozlerine su sekilde devam etmistir: “Bahse konu énergenin dayanagi, Gemi Enerji Verimliligi
Yonetimi Plant (Ship Energy Efficiency Management Plan — SEEMP) kapsanminda bayrak devleti
denetimi tarafindan siki bir sekilde uygulanan Super SEEMP konsepti olacaktir. Séz konusu plan
vasuasiyla denizcilik sirketleri, yakut tiiketimini azaltmaya yonelik biitiin onlemleri aldiklarini tiim
diinyaya kanitlamak zorunda kalacaklardir. Mayis aymda CO; azaltimlart ile ilgili yapilan IMO
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miizakerelerinin son turunda hiikiimetler tarafindan ortaya konulan diger pek ¢ok énerinin unsurlarin

kapsamay: da kabul etmis bulunmaktayiz.”

Poulsson sozlerine sunlar1 eklemistir: “Kanunlastirma ile ilgili olarak ivedilikle bir onerge sunmamizin
amact; IMO’nun sera gazi emisyonlar: hususundaki devam eden énderligini desteklemek ve denizcilik
sirketlerinin daha fazla adim atmalarm tesvik etmektir. Hiz azaltimi veya yeni CO; azaltim
teknolojilerinin kullanimi gibi diger fikirlerin degerlendirilmesini smirlandirmak istemiyoruz.”

ICS Yillik Genel Kurul Toplantisi; deniz ticaretindeki biiyiimeye bakilmaksizin, IMO’nun denizcilik
sektoriinden kaynaklanan sera gazi emisyonlarini 2050 yilina kadar toplam %50 oraninda azaltma
hedefini basarmak i¢in gerekli olacak karbonsuz yakitlara ve sevk sistemlerine yonelik yapilan AR-GE
calismalarinin ve bu kapsamda diger sektor paydaslariyla ¢alismaya devam etmenin hayati 6nem
tagidigini kabul etmistir.

2020 Kiiresel Kiikiirt Ust Limiti

ICS tyeleri; uyumluluk saglama konusunda ICS’in armatorlere yonelik hazirladigi kapsamli kilavuzu
revize etme ve giincel IMO kararlarini dikkate alma ile ilgili planmin altin1 gizerek, kendilerini 1 Ocak
2020 tarihinden itibaren yiriirliige girecek IMO kiiresel kiikiirt {ist limitinin basarili bir sekilde
uygulanmasina adadiklarini belirtmislerdir. Biitiin bu hususlara ragmen giivenli ve diisiik kiikiirtlii
yakitlarin diinya gapinda erisilebilirligi ve yeni %0.5 kiikiirt karigimli yakitlarin kullanimu ile ilgili
operasyonel zorluklara iligkin bilinmezlik siirmektedir.

Poulsson: “ICS onciiliigiinde armatorlerin  temsil edildigi toplantimiz, IMO Deniz Giivenligi
Komitesi’'nin gectigimiz hafta kiikiirt iist sinir1 ile ilgili emniyet ve yakit kalitesi konularini ele alan MSC
Kararint memnuniyetle karsilamistir,” demistir.

MSC’nin “Yakit Kullanimu Ile Ilgili Gemilerin Emniyetini Artirmak icin Onerilen Gegici Onlemler”
hakkindaki karari; ISO 8217:2017 gibi, yalnizca en giincel ISO standartlarinin ve su anda gelistirilme
asamasinda olan ISO Halka Agik Sartnameleri’nin (PAS 23263) kosullarini karsilayan diisiik kiikiirtlii
yakitlar saglamalar1 yoniinden bunker tedarikgilerinin denizcilik idareleri tarafindan “tesvik edilmeleri”
anlamina gelmektedir. Bahse konu Karar sonucunda, yakit tedarikgilerinin giivenli yakit saglayamadig
durumlarda denizcilik idareleri, IMO’ya 6rnekler géndererek gerekli onlemleri almalidir.

Kiiresel kiikiirt iist limiti uygulamasinin tam olarak yiiriirliige girmesine alt1 ay kala diisiik kiikiirtlii
yakitlarla ilgili en giincel ISO Halka A¢ik Sartnamesi’nin heniiz yayimlanmamasindan ve denetlemenin,
bahse konu ISO standartlarina bagl oldugu ilgili kalite ve giivenlik sorunlarinin hizli bir sekilde karara
baglanmamasi ve dagitilmamasindan dolay1 ICS’in endiseleri devam etmektedir.
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Poulssen sozlerine sunlar1 eklemistir: “Hiikiimetler, ISO, yakit iireticileri ve bunker tedarikgileri déhil

ilgili biitiin taraflarin, %0.5 karigimli yakit kullanmay: tercih eden gemiler igin de dahil olmak iizere,

emniyetli ve uyumlu yakitlarin diinya ¢apinda erisilebilir olmasin saglamak adina daha ¢ok ¢aba sarf

etmeleri onem arz etmektedir.”

ICS MEETS IN FAROE ISLANDS

ICS TO PUSH FOR RAPID ACTION ON FURTHER CO2 REDUCTION BY
INTERNATIONAL SHIPPING

2019 AGM Faroe Islands: Representatives of the world’s national shipowners’
associations met last week in the Faroe Islands to review the priorities of the global
shipowners’ association, the International Chamber of Shipping (ICS).

The ICS Annual General Meeting was overshadowed by the attacks against two oil
tankers in the Gulf of Oman and the very serious threat this presents to the lives of
seafarers and maritime trade.

Action on CO2 Reduction

ICS agreed a suite of actions in support of the UN International Maritime
Organization (IMO) strategy to decarbonise international shipping in line with the
United Nations 1.5 degree climate change goal.

Speaking from the Faroe Islands, ICS Chairman, Esben Poulsson said:

It is imperative that IMO Member States adopt a new global regulation to mandate
further short term COz2 reduction measures at the next session of the Marine
Environment Protection Committee in 2020. This should deliver further CO:
reductions by 2023 to help us meet the IMO target set for 2030. We will work with a
broad coalition of governments to produce a comprehensive proposal that can be
submitted to IMO in September this year.’

Mr Poulsson continued ‘The core of this proposal will be the Super SEEMP concept,
whereby shipping companies globally will have to demonstrate they are doing
absolutely everything possible to reduce fuel consumption, strictly enforced via flag
state audits of Ship Energy Efficiency Management Plans. But we also agreed to
incorporate elements of the many other good proposals made by governments at the
last round of IMO discussions on CO2 reduction in May.’

Mr Poulsson added ‘By coming forward with an early proposal for immediate
adoption we wish to support continuing IMO leadership on GHG emissions and



quickly incentivise further action by shipping companies. We do not wish to limit
proper consideration of other ideas such as speed reduction or the use of new COz
reduction technologies.’

The ICS AGM also confirmed the vital importance of research and development of
zero-carbon fuels and propulsion systems that will be necessary to achieve the
ambitious IMO target of cutting shipping’s total GHG emissions by 50% by 2050
regardless of maritime trade growth, and continuing to work with other industry
stakeholders to explore how R&D can best be rapidly accelerated.

2020 Global Sulphur Cap

ICS members reiterated their commitment to the successful implementation of the
IMO global sulphur cap from 1 January 2020, noting ICS’s plans to revise its
comprehensive guidance to shipowners on ensuring compliance, to take account of
recent IMO decisions. This is notwithstanding continuing uncertainty about the
worldwide availability of safe and compliant low sulphur fuels, and the operational
challenges associated with using new 0.5% max. sulphur blends.

Mr Poulsson said ‘Our meeting welcomed the decision of the IMO Maritime Safety
Committee last week, at which ICS led shipowner representation, to adopt an MSC
Resolution addressing safety and fuel quality issues associated with the sulphur
cap.’

This MSC Resolution on “Recommended Interim Measures to Enhance the Safety of
Ships Relating to the Use of Oil Fuel’ means that bunker suppliers will be
“encouraged” by maritime administrations to provide only low sulphur fuels that meet
the latest ISO Standard, i.e. ISO 8217:2017 plus the ISO Publicly Available
Specification (PAS 23263) which is currently still under development. In addition, the
Resolution should result in administrations taking action against fuel suppliers

whenever failures to provide safe fuel take place, with instances to be reported to
IMO.

ICS remains concerned about continuing delays with the publication of the latest 1ISO
Publicly Available Specification for low sulphur fuels, and related quality and safety
issues where control depends on these standards being quickly finalised and
distributed, given that the industry is only six months away from full global
implementation.

Mr Poulsson added “It is vital that everyone concerned including governments, ISO,
oil producers and bunker suppliers redouble their efforts to ensure that safe and
compatible fuels — including 0.5% blends for those ships that choose to use them —
will be available in every port worldwide.”



Elections

The meeting elected Lasse Kristoffersen (Norway) as a new ICS Vice Chairman,
serving alongside John Adams (Bahamas), Emanuele Grimaldi (Italy) and Mark
Martecchini (Liberia) in support of the ICS Chairman, Esben Poulsson (Singapore).

The 2019 ICS AGM was generously hosted by Shipowners of the Faroe Islands. A
photograph of the ICS AGM attendees is attached.
