AMSA Baskani Mick KINLEY tarafindan yapilan agiklamada, s6z konusu gemi denetime
girmeden bir hafta 6nce MLC'ye uygun olmadigi yoniinde sikayetler alinmis ve denetleme
sirasinda gemide, gemi adamlarinin hayatini tehlikeye sokacak bircok uygunsuzluga
rastlanmistir.  Bu uygunsuzluklar arasinda en gok bir sonraki sefer icin yeterli yiyecegin ve
suyun olmamasi, erzak istiflenecek dolaplarin sogutma sistemlerinde sorunlarin olmasi,
camasirhane, mutfak ve hijyenik alanlarda sorunlarin olmasi ve tarihi ge¢mis Gemiadami
Istihdam Antlasmalarinin olmasi bulunmaktadir.

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The BIMCO Marine department on 29 August 2014 informed members of the banning of
the first ship by the Australia Maritime Authority (AMSA) for its non-compliance with the
Maritime Labour Convention, 2006 (MLC).

Now a second ship, the Indonesian flagged multi-purpose ship MV Meratus Sangatta, has
also been banned from entering or using any port in Australia for three months until 6
April 2015.

According to AMSA Chief Executive Officer Mick Kinley, a complaint was received in
accordance with the MLC a week ahead of the ship's inspection - and numerous failings
were found during inspection, placing the welfare of seafarers at risk. Serious deficiencies
included not having enough food and portable water for the next voyage, defective and
insufficient refrigerated storage to safely store fresh food, defective laundry, sanitary and
cooking facilities, as well as expired Seafarer Employment Agreements (SEA).
