INCREASING ATTACKS ON SHIPS CREWS

AND

INTERNATIONAL CHAMBER OF SHIPPING TO STAGE MAJOR SHIPPING
CONFERENCE AT COP26

Following the ICS Board meeting yesterday Tuesday, 4" February 2020 we have
issued two press releases to the media picking up on the universal concern of
members about the increased security threats in the Gulf of Guinea (Annex A) and
the second announcing that ICS will plans to stage a major shipping conference in
November as part of the Conference of the Parties — COP26 — (Annex B).

Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odas1 (ICS) gemilere kars: yapilan saldirillarda, gemi miirettebatinin
kacirilmasi olaylarindaki artisa yonelik endiseleri giindeme getirdi.

2019 yilinda Gine Korfezinde meydana gelen deniz haydutlugu saldirilari sirasinda gemi miirettebatinin
kagirilmasinda %350 oraninda artis yasandi. Bu yil da silahli soygun, kacirilma ve siddet vakalarinda
artis oldugu ve krizin derinlestigi goriildii. Deniz haydutlar1 simdi daha ciiretkdr ve ¢ok sayida
miirettebatt rehin almaktan cekinmiyor. Siddetin seviyesi de yiikseldi. Saldirilar ve rehin alma
hadiselerinde ticari gemi miirettebati ve askeri personel arasinda dliimler dahi yasaniyor.

Bu olaylar eskiden oldugu gibi bir is olmanin tesine ge¢mis durumda. Ornek vermek gerekirse, gecen
yil 15 Aralik’ta MT Duke gemisine yapilan saldirida 20 gemi miirettebati kacirilmig, miirettebatin
alikonulma siirecinde bir denizci hayatini kaybetmisti. Bu sekilde bir tedhit kabul edilebilir degil.

Gine Korfezindeki deniz haydutlugu vakalarindaki kagirilma orani, diinya genelindeki oranin % 90’11
olusturdugu rapor edildi.

Saldirilarin biiylik ¢ogunlugunun, Nijerya karasular1 igerisindeki deniz tasimaciligini tehdit ediyor
olmasi rahatsiz edici bir gergek.

Nijerya, Deep Blue Project programi araciligiyla deniz giivenligi kapasitesini gelistirdiginin farkindayiz
ve ICS olarak alinan Onlemleri 6nemli buluyor ve tesvik ediyoruz. Ancak, bu yasanan olaylar
sonrasinda, deniz haydutlarinin yakalanmasi ve sorusturulmasi agisindan gergek sonuglari gorme
zamani geldi.

Uluslararas1 Topluluk, Nijerya'yt bu tahammiil edilemez duruma hizli bir ¢6ziim getirmesinde
destekleyerek, denizcilerin yasamina ve refahina yonelik bu tehdide karsi durmalidir. Bolge Kiy1
Devletlerinin, deniz giivenliklerini iyilestirmeleri igin pratik ve etkili yardim saglanmali ve bolgedeki
deniz kuvvetlerinin deniz haydutlugu olaylarina yanit vermek i¢in hazir olmalar1 gerekmektedir.

Londra’da gergeklestirilen ICS Genel Kurulu sonrasinda konusan ICS Bagkani Sayin Esben
POULSSON sunlar sdyledi : “ Mutlak Onceligimiz her zaman miirettebatin giivenligi ve refahi
olacaktir. Gemileri ve miirettebatin1 korumak igin Nijerya Hiikiimeti ve uluslararasi toplumla yakin
isbirligi iginde ¢alismaya hazir ve istekliyiz.

Denizcilerin, kagirilma tehdidinden uzak bir sekilde islerini yapmaya haklar1 vardir. Bunun yaninda
Gine Korfezinde giivenligin saglanmasi Nijerya’nin da kalkinmasimi giiglendirecek ve kazan-kazan
seklinde bir igbirligi saglanacaktir.

Bildirilen deniz haydutlugu olaylarina Nijerya Donanmasi'nin devriye botlar1 gondererek karsilik verme
cabalarim1 memnuniyetle karsiliyoruz. Ancak, 2019 yilindaki olaylardaki ani artis bize s6z konusu
sorunu ¢ozmekten ne kadar uzak oldugumuzu gosterdi.

Diger bolgelerdeki deniz haydutlugu olaylarindaki diislis, gemiler ve yetkililer arasindaki iletisim ve
koordinasyonun 6nemini pekistiriyor.

Ulusal hiikiimetler ve ilgili makamlar deniz haydutlugu ile ilgili egilimleri tespit etmek noktasinda ne
denli fazla bilgi sahibi olursa, deniz haydutlugunu 6nleyici faaliyetlerde de o denli basarili olunacaktir.

ICS Biiyiik Denizcilik Konferansin1 COP 26’da Diizenleyecek

Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi (International Chamber of Shipping-ICS), yillik konferansini
14 Kasim 2020 tarihinde Iskogya'nin Glasgow kentinde icra edilecek taraflar konferansinda
(Conference of the Parties-COP26) yapacagini belirtmistir. Duyuru, ICS Yonetim Kurulu’nun
iklim degisikligine verdigi 6nemi gostermektedir. ICS Yonetim Kurulu, ingiltere Basbakani Sn.
Boris JOHNSON, Italya Basbakan1 Sn. Giuseppe CONTE ve iinlii doga bilimci Sn. David
ATTENBOROUGH ile COP26 konferansi i¢in planlarin1 ag¢ikladigi giin, Londra’daki
toplantida sanayi ve bireylerin iklim degisikligine yonelik etkili ve ulasilabilir adimlar
olusturmak i¢in birlikte ¢aligmasi gerektigini vurgulamistir.

ICS Baskant Sn. Esben POULSSON, “ICS iiyeleri, denizcilik sektoriinden kaynaklanan
emisyonlarin sinmirlandwrilmast  konusunda tizerlerine diisen sorumlulugu ciddi sekilde
tistlenmektedir. Bu nedenle, diger endiistri organlariyla birlikte, Uluslararas: Denizcilik
Orgiitii'ne (International Maritime Organization-IMO) satin alinan her ton gemi yakiti igin 2
dolarlik katki uygulama plani sunduk. Bu miktar, gelismekte olan iilkeler tarafindan kabul
edilebilir olmasi i¢in dikkatle se¢ildi. Uluslararasi igbirligi ve denizcilige 6zgii bir sekilde iklim
degisikligi ile miicadele edilebilecegini biliyoruz.” a¢iklamasinda bulunmustur.

Sn. POULSSON sozlerine “Yillik konferansimizi COP26 konferansi sirasinda ger¢eklestirmek,
denizcilik endiistrisini ve daha genis tedarik zincirini bir araya getirerek, kiiresel denizciligin
dekarbonizasyonu igin ¢oziimler aranmasina bir firsat saglayacaktir.” seklinde devam etmistir.

Onerilen katki ile 10 yillik siire boyunca 5 milyar dolarlik bir Ar-Ge fonu olusturulacak ve
2030'larmn baginda ticari olarak uygulanabilir sifir karbon emisyonlu gemilerin gelisimini
hizlandirilacaktir. Bu vergi fonu, bir sektor tarafindan kiiresel bazda teklif edilen ilk biiyiik Ar-
Ge girisimidir. Diger sektorlerin dekarbonizasyonu igin de bir c¢erceve olusturacagi
diistiniilmektedir.

Fon, Piyasa Bazli Onlem (Market Based Measure-MBM) veya "karbon vergisi" olarak
degerlendirilmemektedir. Teklifin amaci, ticari denizcilik sektoriinde kullanilmak iizere diisiik
ve sifir karbonlu teknolojiler ile yakitlarin gelistirilmesini hizlandirmaktir. Teklif ile bir
MBM’nin gelismesinin 6nlenmesi veya gecikmesi amaglanmamis olup, denizcilik sektorii i¢in
gelecekte vergi tabanli MBM'in mimarisini olusturabilecegi ve pazarin bozulma riskini
azaltacag disiiniilmektedir.

ICS, kiiresel denizcilik endiistrisine yonelik pratik ¢ozlimler iizerinde ¢alismak ve Ar-Ge Fonu
icin planlar yapmak iizere bir platform saglamak amaciyla COP26 toplantisi sirasinda yillik
konferansin1 diizenleyecektir. Fonun, denizcilik endiistrisinin ¢ok ilerisindeki teknolojik
gelismeleri kolaylastiracagi ve iklim degisikliginin kiiresel sorununu ele alacagi bir yontem
olacagi umulmaktadir. Kurul, konferans1 COP26 biinyesinde planlayarak, iklim degisikliginin
ele alinmasinda tiim ulusal hiikiimetlerle verimli ¢aligsma iliskileri kurmayi amag edinmektedir.
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International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) expresses concern at increasing
attacks on ships crews

The number of ship’s crewmembers being kidnapped in the Gulf of Guinea increased
by more than 50% in 2019 and this year has begun with a further escalation of
violence, armed robbery and kidnaping. The crisis is deepening - pirates are bolder
and taking greater number of hostages. Levels of violence are high, and deaths have
occurred both during attacks and during captivity of seafarers and military personnel.
This is not business as usual. For example, 20 crewmembers were kidnapped from
the MT Duke on 15 December last year with one of those crewmembers dying in
captivity - this not acceptable.

Over 90% of global kidnappings reported at sea took place in the Gulf of Guinea. It
remains an uncomfortable fact that the vast majority of attacks are launched on
shipping from within Nigerian territorial waters. We recognise that Nigeria is improving
its maritime security capability through programmes such as the Deep Blue Project
and ICS applauds and encourages these measures. However, now is the time to see
real results in terms of action at sea and in the capture and prosecution of pirates.

The International Community must respond to this threat to the lives and wellbeing of
seafarers by supporting Nigeria in bringing a swift resolution to this intolerable
situation. Practical and effective assistance should be provided to coastal States to
improve their Maritime Security in a meaningful way, and Naval assets in the region
need to be prepared to respond to piracy incidents.

Speaking after the ICS Board meeting held in London, Esben Poulsson, Chairman of
the International Chamber of Shipping said: “Our absolute priority will always be the
safety and welfare of the crew. We stand ready and willing to work in close partnership
with the Government of Nigeria, and the international community to protect ships and
their crews as they go about their legitimate business.

“Seafarers have the right to operate free from the fear of kidnap or capture. But
improved security in the Gulf of Guinea will also boost Nigerian industry. There is an
opportunity to pursue win-win cooperation.

"We welcome efforts of the Nigerian Navy to respond to reported incidents of piracy
by dispatching patrol boats. However, the spike in incidents indicates in 2019 and this
year has shown just how far away we are from solving this endemic issue.

“The declining rate of piracy incidents elsewhere reinforces the importance of
communication and coordination between vessels and authorities. The more
information national governments and relevant authorities have on piracy trends, the
stronger piracy prevention efforts will be.”



“The shipping industry is ready and willing to work with all parties to bring an end to
this endemic blight to free trade.”

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International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) to stage major shipping conference at
COP26

The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) has confirmed that it will be holding its
Annual Conference on Saturday, 14 November 2020 at COP26 in Glasgow, Scotland.
The announcement recognises the importance that the board of ICS places on
addressing climate change. Meeting in London, on the same day (4 February) as UK
Prime Minister Boris Johnson, his Italian counterpart Giuseppe Conte and with
celebrated naturalist David Attenborough announced plans for COP26, the ICS board
reaffirmed that industries and citizens must work together to create effective and
achievable steps to address climate change.

Esben Poulsson, Chairman of ICS said: “The International Chamber of Shipping’s
members takes their responsibility to limit the shipping industry’s emissions extremely
seriously. This is why we, along with other industry bodies, submitted plans to the
international regulator - the International Maritime Organisation (IMO) - to place a $2
levy on every tonne of ships’ fuel purchased. This amount was carefully chosen to be
acceptable to developing nations. We understand that climate change can only be
tackled through truly international cooperation, something that is intrinsic to shipping.

“Staging our annual conference during COP26 will provide an opportunity for us to
bring the shipping industry and the wider supply chain together to seek the solutions
that will lead to the decarbonisation of global shipping.”

The proposed levy will create a $5bn R&D fund over a 10-year period and will
accelerate the development of commercially viable zero-carbon emission ships by the
early 2030s. This is the first major R&D initiative of its kind to be proposed by a sector
on a global basis. We firmly believe it can provide a framework for other industries to
decarbonise.

The fund does not act as a Market Based Measure (MBM) or ‘carbon tax’. The purpose
of the proposal is simply to accelerate development of low-carbon and zero carbon
technologies and fuels for use in the commercial maritime sector. The proposal is not
intended to frustrate or delay the development of an MBM, and we believe that our
proposal could form the architecture of a future levy-based MBM for shipping, that
would reduce the risk of market distortion.

ICS will be organising its annual conference alongside the COP26 meeting to provide
a platform for the global shipping industry to work on practical solutions and to take
forward plans for the R&D Fund. It is hoped that the fund with facilitate technological
advancements that go far beyond the shipping industry, and go some way to
addressing the global issue of climate change. Approving the plan to host its
conference at COP26 reinforces the boards aim to seek productive working
relationships with all national Governments in addressing climate change.
