Liman devleti yetkilileri, 1 Mart 2020 tarihinden itibaren, uygun egzoz gazi temizleme
sistemleri ile donatilmamis gemilerin, % 0.5’den fazla kiikiirt ihtiva eden yakit tasimalarini ve
kullanmalarim1 yasaklayan IMO 2020 Siilfir Kurali uygulamasimni ihlal edenlere karsi
yaptirimlar1 hayata gegirecek.

Uluslararas1 Deniz Ticaret Odasi (ICS), gemi sahipleri ve isletmecilere s6z konusu yasagi
hatirlatmakta ve kurala karg1 uyumsuzlugu tespit edilen gemilerin tutulmalari olasiligina karsi
uyarmaktadir.

1 Mart 2020°den itibaren artik denetim makamlari, €9z0z gazi temizleme sistemi olmayan
gemilerde bulundurulan yakitin kullanilip kullanilmadigina bakilmaksizin, kurala uygun
olmayan yakitin sadece bulundurulmasini dahi ihlal gerekgesi olarak yeterli gorecektir. Paris
ve Tokyo Memorandumlart ile Amerika Birlesik Devletleri Sahil Giivenligi de dahil olmak
iizere biliylik liman devleti rejimleri gerekliliklerin uygulanmasinin titizlikle takipgisi
olacaklarini ortaya koydular.

“IMO 2020 Uygulamalarmin 1 Ocak 2020 tarihinden itibaren yiiriirliige girmesinden bu yana
sektore diisiik kiikiirtlii yakita gegis igin bir siire daha tolerans gosterilen bir hazirlik siiresi
verildi. Ancak bu siire¢ 1 Mart 2020 tarihinden itibaren sona erecek. Kurali uygulamayan bir
gemi ciddi cezalara maruz kalacak ve hatta tutulmalara varan yaptirimlarla yiizlesecek.

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SHIPOWNERS AND OPERATORS COULD FACE DETENTION OF SHIPS FROM
1ST MARCH UNDER IMO RULE

1 March 2020 — Port state control authorities will begin to enforce the IMO’s Sulphur
2020 from 1st March, making it an offense for ships to carry fuel that contains a
sulphur content higher than 0.5 percent unless the ship has an Exhaust Gas
Cleaning System.

The International Chamber of Shipping reminds shipowners and operators of the
impending ban and reiterates the fact that any ships found to be non-compliant face
the prospect of detention.

As of March 1st, enforcement agencies will no longer have to prove usage. Showing
that vessels without Exhaust Gas Cleaning Systems have non complient fuel aboard
will be enough to prove a violation. Major port state regimes including Paris MoU,
Tokyo MoU and the United States Coast Guard (USCG), have made it plain that they
will rigorously enforce the requirements.

Guy Platten, Secretary General ICS said:

“Since the introduction of IMO 2020 on 1st January, ships have been given a ‘grace
period’ while the industry transitions to low-sulphur fuel. As of 1st March this will no
longer be the case. Any ship found in non-compliance faces the prospect of serious
fines and even detention.

“The International Chamber of Shipping has been made aware that major port State
inspection regimes including the United States Coast Guard (USCG) and the
Australian Maritime Safety Authority (AMSA) have made it clear, in no uncertain
terms, that detention of ships found to be non-compliant is both possible and legally
permissible.

“The information ICS has received is that shipowners are fully compliant and ready
for the 15t March. We are simply reminding shipowners and operators that these new
rules will come into force as of Sunday 15t March”
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
