Bahse konu sirkiilerde, UBC Savannah gemisinde yasadis1 narkotik bulunmasiyla ilgili
olarak hakkinda resmi su¢clama bulunmadigi halde gemi kaptaninin Meksika'da uzun stiredir devam
eden gozalt1 siirecine deginilmektedir. Uluslararast Denizcilik Sektorii Kuruluslarinca, 2019 yil
Temmuz ayindan beri Ekvator, Kolombiya ya da Panama'dan kalkan ve gemide yasadisi narkotik
tespit edilen gemilerin, 6zellikle Meksikanin Altamira ve Ensenada limanlarinda, varislarini
miiteakip tutulduklar1 ve personelin tutuklandiginin gézlemlendigi, bazi durumlarda gemideki
yasadist uyusturucu malzemenin personel tarafindan bulunur bulunmaz ilgili yetkililere
bildirilmesine ragmen personelin tutuklanmasi ve geminin tutulmasi olaylarinin gergeklestigi
bildirilmektedir.

Bu kapsamda, Meksika Su¢ Prosediirleri Federal Koduna gore, uyusturucu ile ilgili suglarla
iliskili olarak suglanan saniklarin, sugsuz olsalar dahi durusma tarihine kadar tutuklu olarak
bulundurulacaklari, durusma tarihine kadar gegen siirenin uzayabilecegi, i¢inde bulunulan pandemi
siirecinde ise bu siirenin daha da artabilecegi bilgisi paylasilmaktadir.

Yasadis1 narkotik faaliyetlere karsi alinan tedbirlerden gemi tarafindan siiphe duyuldugu
durumlarda, 6zellikle Giiney Afrika limanlarinda yiikleme 6ncesi ve Meksika limanlarina varig
oncesinde P&I Kuliipleriyle irtibata gegilmesinin tavsiye edildigi belirtilmektedir.

MEXICO ALERT — SMUGGLING OF ILLEGAL NARCOTICS - RISK OF SHIP
DETENTION AND CREW ARREST

Action required: To circulate the attached alert regarding the risk of ship
detention and crew arrest in Mexico, related to the smuggling of illegal narcotics.

Members are requested to circulate the attached industry alert to their shipowner
members. The alert draws attention to a series of ship arrests and crew detentions in
Mexico following the discovery of illegal narcotics on board.

All of the Clubs in the International Group of P&l Clubs, BIMCO, and InterManager have
issued the same alert.

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Mexico alert - smuggling of illegal narcotics - risk of ship detention and crew arrest

The International Group of P&l Clubs, International Chamber of Shipping (ICS), BIMCO
and InterManager (the “international industry organisations”) draw Members’ attention
to the series of recent ship detentions and crew arrests in Mexico and, in the case of
the UBC Savannah, the lengthy and continuing detention in custody of the ship’s
Master without any formal charges against him, following the discovery of illegal
narcotics on board.

Since July 2019, the international industry organisations have recorded a humber of
cases where ships have been detained upon arrival in Mexican ports (in particular
Altamira and Ensenada ports), with the ports of departure usually from Ecuador,
Colombia or Panama, where illegal narcotics have been found on board. In some
cases, such detentions and crew arrests have followed when the illegal narcotics have
been discovered on board by the crew and reported in advance at the earliest
opportunity to the local authorities at the port of arrival in Mexico.

Whilst the international industry organisations fully understand the damage caused to
Mexico by the trafficking of illegal narcotics and the need to suppress and deter this
criminal activity, including through the prosecution of offenders using the full force of
the criminal law, the risk of unwarranted ship detentions and crew arrests and
potentially lengthy prison stays should not be ignored.

In this regard, Members’ attention is drawn to the Mexican Federal Code of Criminal
Procedure, where anyone accused of drugs related offenses must remain in prison for
the duration of the pre-trial and trial detention, even if innocent. Pre-trial and trial
detention in Mexico can be lengthy, and further protracted in the current COVID-19
circumstances.

The international industry organisations have already expressed serious concern to
the Mexican Government with regard to the apparent indiscriminate application of the
Code and the disproportionate approach taken by public prosecutors in the cases of
ship and crew detentions. The international industry organisations are engaged with
the Mexican authorities in seeking the release of both the Master of the UBC Savannah
and those ships currently detained.

Where there is any doubt about specific preventative measures that can be taken by
ships both pre-loading, especially if loading from a port in South America, and pre-
arrival in Mexico, then contact should be made with the Club.

All Clubs in the International Group, and the ICS, BIMCO and InterManager, have
issued similar circulars and alerts.
