Gegen 24 saat igindeki haber raporlarina uygun olarak higbir Katar bayrakli geminin veya bayrada ve
armatéran uyruguna bakiimaksizin, Katar'dan gelmekte olan veya Katar'a gitmekte olan higbir geminin
Suudi Arabistan limanlarina veya herhangi bir Abu Dhabi petrol limanina girisine misaade edilmeyecegi
dogrulanmigtir. Katar'dan Bahreyn limanlari ve sularina veya tersine olarak yapilacak seyirler de
ertelenmistir.

ICS’e bildirildigine gore, Suveys Kanali idaresi Misir'in Constantinople anlagmasi ile baghdir; bu
anlagsma Suveys Kanalr'ni, savas zamanlari hari¢, Misir Hilkiimetinin korumasi altinda tiim tlkelerin serbest
giris ve gecis hakkina sahip oldugu bir uluslararasi su yolu olarak tanimlamaktadir. Bu durumda,
anladigimiza gére, guvenlik sebepleriyle yakindan izlenme diginda, Katar bayragi tasiyan veya Katar'a ve
Katar'dan yik tagiyan tim gemiler, higcbir kisittama olmaksizin normal olarak transit gegeceklerdir.

EFFECTS ON SHIPPING OF THE DIPLOMATIC CRISIS IN THE MIDDLE EAST

Action Required: Members are invited to note and, circulate as appropriate, the
information provided on the restrictions imposed on Qatar-flagged ships and
ships calling at Qatar by a number of States in the Middle East as a consequence
of the on-going diplomatic crisis in the region.

A number of members have requested information on the effects on shipping of the
severing of diplomatic ties by Saudi Arabia, the United Arab Emirates, Egypt and
Bahrain with Qatar.

In line with news reports over the past 24 hours, it is confirmed that no Qatar-flagged
vessel or vessel coming from or going to Qatar, irrespective of the flag or owner’s
nationality, will be allowed access to Saudi ports or any Abu Dhabi Petroleum port.
Navigation from Qatar to the ports and waters of Bahrain, and vice versa, is likewise
suspended.

ICS has been informed that the Suez Canal Authority confirms that Egypt is bound by
the Constantinople agreement which names Suez Canal as an international waterway
to which all countries have free access and passage under the protection of the
Egyptian Government, except in times of war. As such, we understand that all ships
flying the Qatar flag, or carrying cargoes to or from Qatar will transit normally without
any restriction other than being monitored closely for security reasons.

The situation with respect to shipping in the region may change as events develop and
it is strongly advised that companies should contact their flag States and P&l
representatives for the most up to date information. The Secretariat will continue to
monitor the situation and provide further advice as and when it is available.
